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Within a short period of time after receiving infor-
mation thet Dillinger was attending the Biograph Theatre, Agent
Winstead and Sergeant Martin Zarkovich were advised by telephons
of that fect and they immediately proceeded to that place.
Winstead took & position with Agents Hurt and Hollis. VO

Immediately upbn receiving word that Dillinger was at-
tending the Biograph, I proceeded to that place. Captain Timothy
O'Neil and Sergeant Conroy of the East Chicago, Indiana Police
Department accompanied me, I maintained & roving position and
kept in touch with all Agents in order to see that all points
were being covered properly.

About ten-thirty o'clock on the night of July 22, 1934,
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emerging from the Biograph Theatre. They walked south on Lincoln
Avenue from the theatre. Special Agent in Charge M. H. Purvis
gave the pre-arrenged signal of lighting a cigar. Agents imme-
diately began to close in slowly toward Dillinger from a1l sides.
Dillinger apperently became apprehensive., He glenced over his
shoulder at Agents and started to run, grabbing for his gun simul-
taneocusly. Agent C. B. Winstead fired one shot. This was lxme-

diately followed by one shot each by Agent Winstead, Agent C. 0.
