I was one of those delegated to seime Dillinger when he came out of
the Biograph Theatre, but the plans did not work out as contemplated,
and {t became necessary in self deronu to use fire-~arms to subdus
Dillinger,
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Our instructionas were to fire no ahots whatpgoever if same oould
be avoided. These instructions were issued jointly by Mr. Cowley and
Mr. Purvis, and they were in accord p upon the instruc tions, and each
took an equal part in outlining the plans and issuing the instructions.
It was even suggested at one time during the conference that no firearms
of any nature should be taken to the scene. This suggestion was not

advenced by either Mr. Cowley or Mr., Purvis, and was not adopted.
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
